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In the odvanced industrial societies incrécsingly importaont
systems for the collection, processing and diffusion of =-
formation are being constructed with ever greater storage

and versatility in aswering.

These systems can deal with information which is of interna-
tional use (methodological information and international
statistics) or with information whose characteristics restrict
its potential use to a certain territoricl ares (fundamentally
the applied social sciences and statistical and individual in-

formation relating to the nationel, regional or local ambit).

The systems which deal with information which can be classified
as non-territoricl hove achieved in modern socleties, and
especially in the United States, o development parallel to the
other sectors of economic activity; to a certain degree they
follow the lows of the market economy since the circulation of
knowledge has progressively converted itself into o market of °

knowledge.

On the other hond, territorial information depends upon the
initiative of the public sector, because its specific juridical
conditions and its limited market cause difficulties in the amor
tization of the resources invested and its production and acces-
sibility therefore depend upon the octivities sustained by the

administrations of the respective countries concerned.

This communication will deal with g subgroup of territorial
information, numerical information obtained through census

operations, surveys and other administrotive sub-products, which



are normally to be found in ecsily processed form, either
in individualized format (microdata) or aggregated (stctlsticcl

1nformcflon). : ‘-

The availability and accessibility of this informotion presents
differential traits occording to whether it is stotistical or
individualized information. 1In the case of the former, these
basically depend upon the degree of development and co-ordina-
tion of the statistical system of the country. A lack of co-
ordination between the different organisms which produce statis~ -
tics has as its consequence a dispersion of the offer and a

lock of coverage of aspects which are essential for the knowledge
of social reclity. Thus the compatibility of nomenclatures,
codes, classifications, etc., conditions the use of sub-products
of administrative action for statistical purposes. From the te-
rritorial point of view, an effective coordination, which does
not logically demand centralization, would make possible the
existence of aggregated and disaggregated statistics which are
compatible with one another. It can be affirmed that the degree
of statistical coordination produces either econcmies or diseco-
nomies which condition in an important way the productivity of

the resources invested in the statistical system.

The availability of statistical aggregates and even the possibi-
lity of supplying tabulations to order, do not always fully sao-
tisfy the information needs of social scientists: demographers,
sociologists, economists, town planners, etc., who in mony cases
require copies to be obtained from archives which contain indivi-
dual information, although in the greater number of cases, this

will hove been made anonymous.

Thus individualized informotion presents a specific problem
deriving from the legal framework regulating informaotion activi-
ties in eoch country, as well as the problems of organization

and coocrdination which were pointed out above. Its acccessibility



depends upon the degree of compromise reached between the
principle of freedom of information and that of the protection
of the ipdividual, which Dr. Wynn, President of the Royal Sta-

tisticcl Society calls "intelligent balance".

In the seventies the organisms which produce stotistics hove
reacted to the existing demand, increasing their programmes for
the diffusion of information. Vicent Barabba said that "data
that cre not used are not very valuable dota", and in this con-
text, those responsable for the care of dato on individucls have
been more disposed to toke risks, precisely because of the public'

interest of such data.

Naturally the rules on access cannot be the same for cll the
different groups of users. It is necessary to distinguish be-
tween the circulation of information through the different orgo-
nisms of public administration, demands made with the cim of so-

cial investigation, and demands made for individual reasons.

Within the framework of the public administration the statistical
organizations can, through coordinated action, exercise the role
of watchdog over the secrecy of statistics. As for social inves-
tigation it is necessary to refer to the Bellagio Conference of
August, 1977, when special attention was given to the importonce
of allowing access to governmental data por scientific projects,
formuloted as follows, in the first principle: "notional statis-
tical offices should provide researchers both inside and outside
government with the broadest practicable access to information
within the bounds of accepted notions of privacy and legul e-
quirements to preserve confidenticlity". Finally, as regards
individual coses, the laws of various countries recognize the
right of every citizen to know, and if necessary correct, the
information which the administration possesses about him. The

Council of Europe declared this in resolutions 22 and 29 in 1973



and 1974 respectively, and this position has been ratified
recently with the approval on the 18th January 1979 of the

Lewis report. . .

In this introductory chapter the characteristic fectures of
the problems of =zvailepility «nd access L - Seen considered
in a general perspective. In the following chapters the part

icular situation prevailing in Spain will be cnalyzed.



2. CHARACTERISTICS OF THE OFFER OF INFORMATION

Here the ques}ion is that of identifying what part of the
existing informetion is to'be found in machine-readable form,

and therefore capcble of being processed for multiple objectives
by various social agents. As well, it is impar*~r* +n examine

in this context what the institutional conditions for the cir-
culation of information are.  The cnswer to these questions

con only be obtained through a qualitative approach, since

there is not enough systematic data to allow o clear view of

the technical and institutional conditions of the production .

and diffusion of information. (x)

While this lack of clearness completely affects the statistical
files as well as those administrative files susceptible of being
used for statistical investigctions, in the field of sociological
and opinion surveys, the Centro de Investigaciones Sociclégicas
(CIS), (*¥)on autonomous state organization linked to the depart-
ment of the Presidencic del Gobierno, has been undertaking the
preject of storing, in systematic form, all the research carried
out in Spain, placing the duly documented magnetic tapes at the

disposition of the scientific community. .

The coverage and exhaustiveness of this source, however, leaves
much to be desired since there is no specific norm or usual
practice which guarantees the transmission of data obtained in
the course of sociological investigations or opinion surveys to

the above centre.

2.1. The stock of machine readable information.

A< far as the information éenerated for the purpose of
statistical research during the 70's is concerhed[ there
hos‘been a notable push towards mochine readability of
files of statistical content. The Censuses of Population,
Buildings and Dwellings, the Agricultural Census, and more
recently, the Industrial Census, have all been stored in
machine-readable form (mognetic tape). The large-scale
sample surveys which the Iﬁstituto Nacional de Estadistica
systematically carries out (Active Population, Economic
consumption, Domestic consumption, ete.,) are exploited
through o datc machine processing approach. The different
Ministeries which collaborcte in the task of collecting
data, are able, through the exploitation of acdministrative
statistics, to dispose of processable databases in their
own Computer Centres (industrial statistics, education
statistics, ogricultural statistiecs, etc.). A continual
accumulation of data in machine-readable form is being
made by the central acdministration of the state and one

of the most important databases is taht of the Computer

Centre of the Ministry of the Exchequer.

The richness of the continually increasing ovailable dota,
independent of its real accessibility which will be dealt
with in the following section, should not just be consi-
dered from the one-dimensional perspective of its potential
for manipulation and treatment. Even in the case of

being cble to completely dispose of this information, its
explotation for investigation and research is conditioned
by the limitations on the trustworthiness of the informa-

tion from o double point of view.



In the first place, stotistics of administrative origin
suffer in some cases from imprecisions and. inexactitudes
becouse the origin-of the information lies in declcrations

which are, on occasions, of doubtful veracity. ()

Secondly, and this is a greater difficulty, administrative
statistics, although their machine reodable files contain
localization indicators at the level of the municipality or
~smaller territorial units, are designed methodologically in
order to obtain information ot the level of lerger aggregates

(i.e. the province).

This means that the controls of exhaustivity and analysis

of reliability are currently only carried out at the level

of large oggregates and no systematic effort has been made

to carry out such controls at the level of smcll arees. The
resﬁlt of this design is that it is difficult, it not impossi
ble to use such information for spaticl invéstigctions based

on micro-dcta.

The trectment and spotial cnalysis of statistical information
also meets unsurmountable obstacles: in the case of sample

surveys, and even in that of census data, due, in the case of
the latter to the problems of the risk of disclosure of indi-
vidual informotion and the effects of the principle of statis-

ticel secrecy (See 2.2),

(%) When filling out administrative paperwork, both persons and
representatives of enterprises (professional, education cen-
tres, factories, etc.) are conscious of the possible negative
effects of their declarations (in administrative fields,etc.).



Information crected by the processes of administrative work
insotar cs it is stored in machine readable form,_qonsfitutes

a potential information soutece of the first moénitude for
anclysis and investigation. The mechanization which has been
carried ‘'out in ee~*-*- areas of State .administration (Social
Security payments, requests ond offers of employment, budget
accounting of the local Corporations-Diputaciones and Town
Halls - and the operations of the banking and credit systems)
has given rise to the creation of numerous machine-readable
archives, all potentially uscble for statistical analysis and
research. However there has been no policy of statistical
coordination as in other countries, aimed at taking the maximum
profit for research purposes from the administrative files.
Therefore problems of nomenclature, of codification have arisen
frequently, causing in consequence difficulties in the interpre~
tation of datc. It must be noted that machirme-readable files
resulting from administrotive action have not all been created
by the organisms of the central administration. Some Diputacio
nes and Town Halls have made ¢ notable effort to put their admi-
nistrotive work on machine-readable files, although this has, in
general, been restricted to limited areas like population, in
the so-called Padrones Municipales (registers of the population
with scarcely relicble up-dating). Only in exceptional cases
hes the machine-readability of administrative processes been
carried out to what can be considered o greater degree (for
example in the Diputacién Foral de Alova, the Town Hall of Bar-

celona).

Information proceeding from socioclogical surveys and opinion
pells, as was stoted above, constitutes a special case, due to
the octions of the C.I.S. (formerly called Instituto de Opinidn
Pdblica). -



Information proceeding from elections merits, because of its
particular nature, a separate treatment in part 5 of the present

communication.

2.2. Conditions for the circulatior of fhaioizm.oan

The existence of databases and stocks containing information

in machine readable form constitutes o necessary condition,
though not the only.one, for their flexible and agile use by
planners, acodemics and investigators. It is not enough that
the information exists. For it to be used in an effective way
@ normotive framework and institutional channels which guaran-
tee legal security to the circulation of information between
the organisms which produce information and the users are

required.

In the Spanish Constitution voted by referendum on the 6th De-
cember, 1978, article 18.7, "guorantees de right...to personal
privocy", and article 18.4 estaoblishes thot "the law will define

the limits of the personcl ond family privacy of citizens and

the full exercise of their rights". Within the limits established

by the preceding articles, article 20.1.d., recognizes and prot-

ects the right "to communicote or receive freely truthful informa-

tion by any mode of diffusion". These dispositions of the Consti-

tution have not been developed in the corresponding Organic Lows,
and at the moment there is no positive legislation on data protec—
tion and privacy or on the right to information as in other

European countries.(x)

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As for the diffusion and transferrcl of statistical deta, the
law creating the Instituto Nacional de Estadistica of the 3lst
December 1945, states in its article 1l "...Statistical data
cannot’ be published or facilitated in any other than numerical
form, without any reference of individual character." The pa-
norame for the free circulation of information is therefore
sombre. To the absence of ¢ coherent normative framework for
the protection and transferability of data must be added the
restrictive interpretations of the so-called principle of sta-
tistical secrecy and the traditional practice by the organs of
the State of hiding informction.during the last few decades

(the dictatorial regime lasted until 1975).

Despite the greater democratization process and the political
changes which have taken place within Spanish society in the
last few years, the coordinates of the problem will remain the
same until the dispositions of the Constitution are made law.
Without o doubt there is o greater freedom in the supply of datg,
subject however to the discretion of the organisms holding the
information. 1In fact, with only slight varictions, the rules
of conduct of the past are being reproduced. The absence of
institutional mechonisms for the tronsference of date files

was not an obstacle for occasional transfers through individual
negotiations in every case, between different authorities and

even between the public administration and private entities.

EXISTING COVERAGE OF THE BASIC INDICATORS

A

3.1. The general situation - .

The guestionaire on the availability of statistical infdrmction
whicn 1s licluded in the onmex is a useful point of reference

for the comparison of the offer of information in different coun-
tries, temporary coverage and the form in which the existing

dato is stored, and presumibly can be obtained in. It is not
possible, nor was it designed far such ¢ purpose, to use it as

a basis for an ex-ante analysis of the thematic coverage in this
country, which can be deduced in any case from a comparative
analysis of the different questionnaires presented ot this

meeting.

A synthetic vision of the existing information coverage and,
in consequence of the most important deficits in the Spanish
statistical system, can easily convert itself into a simplifica-
tion of reclity and, perhaps for this very reason, there is not
an abundance of analyses exaomining from @ global perspective of
exhaustiveness, fiability and up to dateness the statistical

data offered by the different producers in this country.

There exist defects in basic information policy which logically
affect the content of the information offered. If the demand

for information which the different sections of socliety exercise

on the centres of power ought to contribute towards ¢ better knowl-
edge of the socicl reality and, in consequence aid the democratic
control over the actions of the Government, then it is hardly
surprising that the public authorities of the long dictatorial

past have not felt great enthusiasm for perfectionning our statist-

ical apparatus.
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4 LAY
Perhaps at this time it is better to p01nt out thé\:;parentr;jg
lock of reaction which hos been observed 1n the ared Ve _\'
ical infarmation policy. The frequent chcnges of the DZrector
of fhe-Instituto Nocional de Estadistice (INE), the long period
of maturinn which is required by every statistical operation and
the need to concentrate efforts on the preparation of the new Law
on Statistiecs which will serve as a framework for all the actions
in this sector may explain why no significant changes have been
observed in the last three years with respect to the previous

situation.

Thus the most recent annual report on the state of the Spanish
economy prepared by the OCDE, when referring to the situation of
statistical information in Spain, expressed itself in the following
contundent terms "the insufficiency of the statistical apparatus
has clready been criticised in previous studies of the OCDE. It
must be stated that the need to introduce radical improvements in

the avaoilable stotistics is now very urgent".

3.2. A comparison with the Common Market

In an article elaboroted by a group of economists directed by
Professor Fuentes Quintana, former Vicepresidente del Gobierno
Espafiol for Economic Affairs in the first government of the
democratic period, a comparative analysis was made of the existing
statistical coverage in this country with respecto to that of the
statistical office of the Common Market (EUROSTAT). From this
analysis it can be deduced that, of the ten classifications in
which the information offered by EUROSTAT is divided, in only
three: information on opinions in industry, financiacl statistics
and the balance of payments, Spain is able to satisfy the European
standards. Because of this the article affirms "The imbalance
which exists between the techniques of economic analysis and their
application to the Spanish economy is scandalous and the cause

lies in the deficiencies in the avcilable ste*istical infcrmation”.



It is necessary to point out that in two of these sectors,

the production. of statistics is carried out by distinct organ-
izations from the INE. These are the Monthly-surQéy of the
conjuncture by the Ministerio de Industria, and the publications

of the Banco de Espafic which refer to financial stotistics.

Let us uxamine in greater detail, following the line of
argument of this article, the compcrison of the existing coverage

in Spcin with respecto to the countries of the Common Market.

Nationcl Accounts.
These are published after an excessive delay, of practically
three years, and their periodicity is ennual. In Europe they

are published every three months.

Population and employment.

The surveys of the active populction by the INE cover dato of
general character; total number of wage-earners, female employment,
employment in agriculture, industry and services. Figures broken

down by sectors are not available.

Unemployment.
At global level these meet the needs of the community. It 1s
only necessary to distinguish the figures referring to the

employment of those under 25.

Indices of industrial production.
These ceased to be published in 1978. It is necessary to have
available, every month, the index of industrial production,

broken down by branches and sectors.

Production.

There are different statistics of physical production elaborated
by the Ministerios de Industric and Agricultura, which are
sufficient, in general terms, for the needs of the community.,
Those referring to the construction of dwellings need to be

improved.
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Commerce with the exterior.
There is o need for standardizing the nomenclatures, and espe-
cially, for the inclusion of import prices with thé aim of

finding out the real terms of interchange..

Prices ond salaries.
Information on prices is in general correct. On the other

hand there is proctically no information on salaries.

Finally it must be stated thot out of the fourteen periodical

statistics -not including censuses- which are picked out as both
relicble and published on time by the article cited, only two: -
the Index of Consumer Prices and the Three—montﬁly Survey of the
active population are eloborated by the INE. On the other hand,
the four stectistics which are described as unreliable: the Index
of Industrial Production, the Index of Wholesale prices, the

Index of Wages and Sales in Department Stores, are elaborated by

the Instituto.

Noturally this pesimistic vision of the situation of our statis-
tics, and especially those of the INE, has received various .
rejoinders from the statisticians of the INE; but their replies
seem to confirm our affirmations, beind directed more against the
author of the above criticisms, (who was formerly responsable for
the INE) than agains their content. Thus the President of the
Asociacidn del Cuerpo de Estadisticos Facultaotivos del INE
claimed "There is o lack of human and mcoterial resources and in
future our needs will increase, producing more delays if these
are not met. As representative of the State staotisticians I must
point out that solemn promises have been made to us on various

occasions recently. Some during the period when Professor Quintana

occupied the post of Vicepresidencia Econdmica of the Government."



3.3. Organisms producing statistical information

To analyze the coverage of statistical information from the
perspective of the -organisms -which produce it, we can use as

a basic guide the statisticcl puklications which are listed

‘n the Inventario de Estadisticas de Espafia which is elaborated

by the Consorcio de Informocidén y Documentacién de Catalunya,

and contains all the statistical publications which have been

produced since 1960.

this inventory and its lcter up-dating, 615 are elaborated by
public bodies, without including the official Bank, and of
these, 112 are produced by the INE and 503 by other orgenisms

of the public administration.

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If we consider coverage from the territorial point of view,

we find thot out of the 217 publicotions which contain series
at provincial level, thése conteining information broken down
for cll the municiaplities do not arrive at even 5%. This
gives some idea of the difficulties of territorial cﬁcleis

in our country, cnd o1 tne important field which the statisti-
cal organisms of the new autonomous communities will have to

cover.
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4. THE TERRITORIAL RESTRUCTURATION OF THE STATE AND ITS EFFECTS
ON THE OFFER OF NUMERICAL INFORMATION

Until de promulgation of the Constitution in December, 1978,
the Spanish Stote maintained o ceniralized tei..i_-igl organ
ization, based on the Napoleonic model (with "provinces" co-

rresponding to the French "departements). (x)

The Constitution (article 2) ”recoénizes and guarantees the

right to autonomy of the nationalities and regions which maoke

up {the Spanish Naotion) and the solidarity between all of them".
In section VIII (Chapter Three) of the Constitution (articles 143
to 151) the new cutonomous organizaotion of the state is outlined.
According to this, the different nctionalities and regions,
through the procedures established in articles 143 to 151 will

be enabled to elaborate an "Estatuto” (Statute), which will

allow them to exercise responsability in numerous areas hitherto
to preserve of the central State. This "power devolution" is not
limited to the exercise of responsabilities, but also extends

to the exercise of legislative power in certain creas through

the Parliaments of the regions and notionalities.

From March-April 1980 the Parliaments of Euzkadi (The Basque
Country) and of Cotalonia will have been constituted, ond the
institutional functioning of these acutonomous communities will
begin, to be followed by that of the other Spanish regions (Go-

licia, Asturies, Andalusia, etc.).

The Spanish Constitution, in article 149, 31 establishes that
the State hos exclusive competence over statistics for state purposes.

purposes.

(%) From the second half of 1977, Provisional Autonomous Communi—
tles were constituted, ans some limited responsabilities, hitherto
exercised by the State were transferred to them.
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The Autonomy Statute of Catalonia, for its part in article 9,
part 33, foresees as an exclusive renponsability of the Gene-
ralitat (the ‘name of the Catalan Autonomous Community),
"statistics of interest to the Generalitat™. Similar formulg-
tions are to be found in the other autonomy statites o' mady

approved or in project.

The development of the new territoriel structures demands,

then, a general revision of the existing statistical organiza-
tion. At the V Reunidn de Estudios de lo Asociacidn Espenicla

de Ciencia Regional, held in November, 1979, the genercl outlines
for the reorgonizotion of the Stote statistical.service were
explained, and these will presumcbly be incorporated into the

new law on Statistics.(x) The model proposed 1s similar to

that of France, with the difference that it establishes Regional

Statistics Councils in the Autonomous Communities.

Without prejudging the model to be adopted in future, it is
certain that setting in motion of the aupnomous governements
will demand o profound revision of present day ideas. The
development of the principle that there is no autonomy to take ~
decisions if there is not autonomy to produce the necessary
information for taking decisions, will have important conse-

quences.

It will be necessary to institutionalize the transference of
informotion between the State organs and the autonomous communi-
ties, circumscribing statistical secrecy on individual data to
the limitations imposed by article 12 (Geheimhalttungspflicht)
of the Statistics Law of the Federal Republic of Germany (3rd
September, 1953) or to similar legislation. As well, the

specialized organisms of the autonomous communities must have

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facilities for demanding the necessary data for the efficient
development of-the tasks which they are responsable for (as much
in the purely. stotistical field as in that of administration and

monogehent).

The progressive creation of machine-readable files at regional
level, authentic regioncl databases, will encourage a growing
transpcarency in the field of information, promoting a generalized
access to machine-readeble files within the limits imposed by the
lows of data protection and privocy. This phenomenon will be
assured by the State itself, anxious to ensure, at all times,

its right of occess to the autonomous sources of information.

It is still premature to moke prognostications about the future.,
However, from the perspective of the circulation of information,
1t can be contemplated with moderate optimism. Still more so if
the incorporation of Spain into the Common Market tgkes place,
as within it the demand for transparency of information is in-

creasingly important.
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5. ARCHIVES OF ELECTORAL DATA IN SPAIN

5.1. Recent antecedents

The interrupiic,. =f democrotic life in our country in 1939,
only slowly renewed after the death of General Franco in
1975, is the greatest handicap for the collection and analy-

sis of electoral data.

From 1936, when the last elections of the II Republic took
place, there has been g long parenthesis of forty yecrs

without competitive elections.

From 1966 when the Ley Orgdnica del Estado wes approved by
referendum, elections to the Cortes (the name of the Francoist
pseudo-parlioment) were held every four years (1967-1971) elec-
ting 19% of the seats by restricted suffrage: only the heads

of families and married women had the right to vote. The cand-
idotes did not represent any political party ond the existence
of parties was not recognised by Spanish law. They belongedl
or had shown a more or less open affinity for the Movimiento

Nacional, the single party of the regime.

Local elections, begun after the Ley de Régimen Local in 1955,

followed o similar system.

It is obvious that in such circumstances the results of these
elections were not comparable with those held during the same
period in other countries with democratic régimes. Although

we posses the data for these elections at provincial level

we have not thought it appropiate to include them in the

section corresponding to "political variables", which is desighéd

for the case of competitive elections.
